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Cross-check of Nokia’s proposal for CE2.15

Abstract
This document provides the cross-check results for Nokia’s proposal [1], related to core experiment 2.15.
1 Introduction
Nokia provided their code and results in June 25th through an email exchange with the cross-checkers in this core experiment. The test sequence was thai dancer, which has 13 different textures per point. Only results for R5 were provided for both lossy conditions. The cross-check done by Sony encountered one problem, namely with the D2 metric. It was suggested to use resolution 4095, and Nokia noticed that since the ply file is in ascii format, the normal were not being read, so the loading of the normal in the metric software was incorrect (they need to be in binary format). All the other published results were exact matches.
2 Conclusion
Cross-check successfully verified Nokia’s proposal.
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
